Alan Cooper has worked in the
health industry for the past

thirty-eight years. He has held
various positions in the Public Sector ranging from
Registered Nurse through to Director of Nursing, but
for the past sixteen years has been the CEO of the
Friendly Society Private Hospital. Alan now holds the
position as the CEO of the Friendly Society Medical
Institute, and overseas the operations of the Institutes
two Pharmacies in addition to the Hospital. Alan has a
Bachelor of Business in Health Administration, an MBA
and is a Fellow of the College of Nursing, a Graduate of
the Australian Institute of Company Directors and is an
active member on several Industry Associations and
Boards.

talked about the history of the Friendly Soc. Hospital,
and the plans for expansion over the next 5-7 years.
