This Week 
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In June 2014 our club applied for a District Grant 

for $2000 to assemble and donate backpacks 

and toiletry bags to the Homeless Men’s Shelter 

in Bundaberg.  

This project had been started in 2013 by then 

President Rod, and was such a success we    

wanted to continue it with a view to making it 

an ongoing and sustainable project for the club. 

Rod purchased the items to go in 75 backpacks, 

and Lyn cleared out Aldi’s when the backpacks 

were on special recently. The packs contained 

razors, combs, shampoo and conditioner, body-

wash, tissues, toothbrush and paste, deodorant, 

pen and exercise book, a bottle of water and a 

novel. 

Last night 16 club members, partners & family 

turned up at Bundy Library to assemble the 

packs, then Ian & Jean, Lyn, Rod, Kev & Sue    

delivered them to the grateful co-ordinators at 

the Men’s Shelter at 8pm last night. 

The packs will be distributed at the Shelter over 

the next 6 months. In conversation with the 

staff, it is clear there is a real need and the      

opportunity for us to help out with items such as 

men’s clothing and shoes, cutlery and small    

appliances. 

Thanks also to Charles for donating cartons of 

boxed tissues—Jean and Ian delivered these 

with some toiletries to the women’s refuge this 

morning. 
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My Current Goal: To raise as much 
money as I can to buy soccer balls for 
disadvantaged kids around the world, 
including the children of refugees in 
Australian detention centres and the 
kids in Bangladesh. 

My name is Maclean Millar (but I prefer Mac). 
Soccer is my life. I love playing it, watching it and 
learning about it.  

I love playing soccer and I think that all kids 
should have the opportunity to play soccer too, 

so I decided to start my project – Football. Play it Forward, where I raise money for soccer balls for kids all around 
the world. 

I’m feeling really good about my aim to help the kids all around the world to play football. So far we have raised 
over $20,000 and distributed over 2000 soccer balls to 15 countries including Afghanistan (thanks to the Australian 
soldiers), Solomon Islands, Fiji, Vanuatu, The Maldives, Nepal, Zimbabwe and Uganda (thanks to Rotary), refugee 
detention centres all around Australia including Manus Island and Nauru (thanks to the Salvation Army), as well as 
Cambodia. 

With the help of Rotary, we are working on getting soccer balls to Mamba School in Tanzania, and have sent soccer 
balls to Zimbabwe with the assistance of the Rotary Club of Carindale and Bulawayo Sth Zimbabwe.. 

Also the Australian Ambassador to Jordan, Ambassador Venamore has agreed to help me to get soccer balls to the 
children from Syria who are living in refugee camps in Jordan. The kids aren’t going to school and they have      
nothing to do.  The Ambassador is giving the soccer balls to CARE International who have a football program    
helping the Syrian and Iraqi refugees assimilate with the Jordanian kids. 

We are also working with the Australian Federal Police to give a kit of soccer balls to the Australian Peacekeepers 
when they go on a mission around the world.  These soccer balls are currently going to Papua New Guinea with the 
AFP. 

I have a goal to raise $5000 for children in Bangladesh.  At the Rotary International Convention in Sydney I met 

Showket, the incoming District Governer in Bangladesh.  He said if I can raise $5000 then he will match it and     

together we will provide $10,000 worth of soccer balls for the kids of Bangladesh.  http://www.macmillar.com
